• Snack/meal time have children tell you how 

many small amounts under 5 are on a plate 

without counting them, just by looking.

• In your math or science center place seasonal 

objects for counting by visual looking about 

them.  Use no more than 5 of any object. 
• Math Time: Take an empty box of crayons 

that holds 4 crayons.  Show the number on 

box and ask children how many to put in.  

Have them visual pick up amounts of crayons 

to fill box without one to one correspondence 

counting.  Filling box gives them correct 

answer.  Use a variety of boxes if available to 

extend. 
• Math Time: Creat a yellow duck out of 

hexagon pattern blocks (takes 4) Ask children 

how many yellow blocks there are.  Use one 

green for beak, ask how many green triangles 

there are.  How many blocks in all.  Try to 

just look to give amount not actually count 

until children have given answers. Distribute 

five cubes all the same color.  Model 4 cubes 

without counting and one cube, how many all 

together.  Can repeat using different 

combinations. Have children manipulate their 

own cubes as you go along. Reenact the song 

five little ducks with the children.
